PIDC, Engro Chemicals to
set up training centre in Dharki

Engro has committed Rs44 million, in addition to, technical assistance
over the next few years to the project. PIDC will contribute Rs100 mil-
lion. According to safe estimates, first phase of the project, land and cam-
pus, is estimated to be Rs208 million that includes running costs for, ini-
tial three years. ’
